The Habla program provides English classes to the Stanford janitorial staff. 
With the support of Building Skills Partnership, and in collaboraon with the 
Palo Alto Adult School, Habla seeks to empower workers through English 
language literacy. Instrucon is delivered using a one-on-one tutoring model 
as students are paired with a worker to pracce English and conversaonal skills. 
The teacher provides a group acvity first and then breaks the class into tutoring 
pairs. The one-to-one relaonship that is built between tutor and student is an pairs. The one-to-one relaonship that is built between tutor and student is an 
incredibly significant part of the program - it fosters beer learning and increases 
the workers' self-confidence in their English-speaking skills.
